1. [bookmark: _Toc45128115]Content Type
Content Type will reside in Configuration tab within Kapture CMS.
1.1 [bookmark: _Toc40978642][bookmark: _Toc45128116]Add Content Type
This will be used to add content type. Below are the fields to add content type.
a. Name
b. Reference Key
c. Labels: The translated name for each locale. The label value will be displayed to all the application user based on the locale assigned to user profile. Below fields will be displayed in locale.
· Locale:  Value will be populated from locale management.
· Value: Editable Text field. It’s translated name for the field. Default field will be auto translated based on locale selected. If no translation is available, then reference key will be displayed.
Locale and value fields can be repeated based on number of active locales in the system.
d. Description: Description of the content type.
e. Document ID Prefix – Every document id starts with this. It should be unique across the content type.
f. Document ID Start Value – Document id start with this number and increment for every document gets added into the system.
g. Workflow – User can select one workflow from list of workflows.
h. Categories – User can select multiple categories for the content type. If no category is selected than all the categories will be available to the content type by default.
i. User Group – User can select multiple usergroup for the content type. If no usergroup is selected than all the usergroups will be available to the content type by default.
j. List of Locales – List of available locales for this content type documents.
k. Maximum Number of Versions to Maintain: Maximum number of versions for an article can be maintained for a content type.


1.2 [bookmark: _Toc45128117]Add Content Schema
Content schema are set of editor fields which define structure of a content. All the fields positions can be changed by drag and drop functionality.
Below are the common fields need to be filled to add an editor field in the schema.
a. Field Name
b. Reference Key
c. Labels: The translated name for each locale. The label value will be displayed to all the application user based on the locale assigned to user profile. Below fields will be displayed in locale.
· Locale:  Value will be populated from locale management.
· Value: Editable Text field. It’s translated name for the field. Default field will be auto translated based on locale selected. If no translation is available, then reference key will be displayed.
Locale and value fields can be repeated based on number of active locales in the system.
d. Description
e. Field Type: This is a dropdown and details are in Editor Field Type (1.2.1) section.
f. Hints
g. Require indexing? – Yes/No
h. Required Field? – Yes/No
1.2.1 Editor Field Type:
a. Text: A text field can be one of below:
i. Text Field: This is to input specific number of fields. Ex: Title. If this is selected than below options will be displayed.
· Width: Text field width in numbers.
· Regex: Pattern to validate the field
· Document Title? – Yes/No
ii. Text Area: This is multi-line plain text field. If this is selected below options would be displayed.
· Height
· Regex
iii. Rich Text Area: This provides variety of text formatting options such as bold, italic, font formats, size, style, copy, paste, find and replace, number, bullets, link, anchor, find text, find and replace text, table, style, line, color, html tags (source like wysiwyg). Also, it provides facility to upload, insert and edit image (like ckeditor and ck finder). If this is selected below options would be displayed.
· Height
· Regex

b. Checkbox: This is to add checkbox.
c. Date: This is to add date field and calendar selector
d. Date Time: This is to add combination of date and time.
e. Time: This is to add time. A time selector will be displayed.
f. Number: A number field can be one of below:
i. Integer: This is for adding integer. If this is selected below options would be displayed.
· Width
· Min Value (Optional)
· Max Value (Optional)
ii. Float: This is for accepting floating point of values of a specified number of places. If this is selected below options would be displayed.
· Width
· Min Value (Optional)
· Max Value (Optional)
· Numbers after decimal

g. Geolocation: This is to add location. Map selector will be displayed with the editable latitude and longitude.
h. Date: This is to add date field and calendar selector
i. Tag: To tag a label to article. If this is selected below options would be displayed.
· Min Value (Optional)
· Max Value (Optional)
j. File: This is to upload a file. If this is selected below options would be displayed.
· Allowed File Extensions
k. List: This is to select list(dropdown) from List section (1.2.1.1) within configuration. If this is selected below options would be displayed.
· List select type: Checkbox, Radio button, Dropdown, Multiselect
l. Array: Array allows to group selected fields and add them multiple time within a single record.
m. Reference: This allow to search and ad existing article as reference.
1.2.1.1 List:
A list has multiple records of key value pair. List reside in Configuration tab within Kapture CMS.

Fields can be deleted in content schema. This will require re-indexing the content to reflect the changes.

Below fields can be modify.
a. Name

d. List of Locales – List of available locales for this content type documents.
e. Workflow – Required to publish all the articles before changing the WF.
f. Categories – User can select multiple categories for the content type.
g. User Group – User can select multiple usergroup for the content type.
h. Maximum Number of Versions to Maintain: Maximum number of versions for an article can be maintained for a content type.

Display list of all content type.

All the articles associated with the content type will be invalidated.

2. [bookmark: _Toc45128123]Article Tab
Article tab will have list of content types along with add, search and list article options corresponding to each content type.
2.1 [bookmark: _Toc45128124]Add Article
It provides facility to add article within specified content type. When user click on Add Article, content type schema will be displayed along with below options.
a. Article Primary Locale: List of available locales to user to create content. This will be populated from content type properties.
b. View: Available view to user to assign to the article.
c. Category: Available categories to content type that can assign to article.
d. UserGroup: Available usergroup for content type that can assign to article.
e. Article Expiry Date: On the specified date article will be expired.
f. Article Review Date: Article next review date.
g. Spell Check: This option will perform spell check on all the field based on the locale.
h. Save: This option will perform validation on the article and after successful validation document will be saved with new version. Article will come out of edit mode and display article properties.
i. Save and Edit: This option will perform the same operation as Save though keep the article in edit mode.
j. Save and Publish: This option will be available only if no workflow assigned to the content type. Once document is published, major version of the document will be created.
k. Cancel: This option will cancel the add article operation.

Once article is saved or open from the article list, below details will be displayed.
a. Article Content
b. Article Properties
I. Article Primary Locale
II. Article Translated Locales: Dropdown with the list of locales where content is translated. The content will be changed if the locale is changed. By default, user default locale content will be displayed.
III. Article Owner: Owner of the article. This can be changed.
IV. Article Creator: Creator of the article.
V. Article State: Published/Unpublished/Expired/None

IX. Article Expire Date
X. Article Review Date

c. Article Workflow Details: If the content type has workflow assigned.
I. WF current step
II. WF previous step
III. Assign current step to
IV. Assigned to: User list to whom WF step can assigned to.
V. Approve current WF step
VI. Reject to: List of steps where article can be rejects to.

d. Actions:
I. Move to Next WF Step: If content type has WF and user has privilege to approve article to next step.
II. Publish Article: Only if article’s last WF step is approved or there is no WF assigned to content type.
III. Edit Article: If user has privilege to edit the article.
IV. Delete Article: If user has privilege to delete article.  
V. Expire Article: If user has privilege to expire article. If this is selected than article published version property value changed expire and article will remove from the index.
VI. Translation: This option will only available for published content. This option will provide facility to translate published content to another locale. When this is selected, below fields will be displayed.
a.  Source Locale: Locale from which translation need to be done.
b.  Source Locale Version: This should be published version
c.  Source Content: Data of the source locale
d. Target Locale: List of locales available for the content type. This should be different than source locale and user should have privileges to create content in target locale. 
e. Content Fields: List of editable fields to create translation content.
f. Copy from source: Copy data from source content to target.
g. Save: Save the translated document in the draft version.
VII. Request for Translation: This option will be enabled only of translation task is enabled. When this is selected, below options will be displayed.
a. Translation Locale: Locale at which translation is requested. Display list of active locales in the system. 
b. Submit: Button to submit the request.
VIII. Compare Versions: Provide facility to side by side comparison between different versions of a same locale. Below are the input parameters.
a.  Locale: List of locales available for the article.
b. Version A: Version of the articles which need to be compare
c. Version B: Version which need to be compare with version A
The difference between the articles will be highlighted.
IX. Check older version: Check previous version of the article. Below are the input parameters.
a. Locale: List of available locales for the article
b. Version: List of available versions for the article.

X. Article History: Display below list of actions taken in an article in tabular format.
a. Article creation 
b. Article edit
c. Workflow change
d. Article publish
e. Article expired
f. Article unpublished
g. Article version change
h. Article translation 
i. Article translation request
Below information will be displayed 
a. Date: When changes made in the article
b. User: Changes made by
c. Version: Version of the article created after the action
d. Action

The above details can be filter based on article locale.
