Converting a document into PDF format allows you to preserve its layout, formatting, and other features. The resulting file can be used for sharing with others or archiving purposes, while preserving the original document’s look and feel.

Here are the high-level requirements to it:
1. Configurable Header and Footer: The PDF generator should allow you to customize the header and footer of your article. You should be able to add text, logos, and other branding elements to the header and footer, and you should be able to position them wherever you want.
2. Dynamically Order Content Schema Fields: The PDF generator should allow you to dynamically order the fields in your article. This means that you should be able to move fields around, add new fields, or remove fields as needed, and the generator should be able to update the order of the fields automatically.
3. Multilingual Support: The PDF generator should allow you to create an article that can be displayed in multiple languages. This means that you should be able to add and edit text in different languages, and the generator should be able to display the correct language based on user preferences.

Here are the technical requirements for PDF generation:
· PDF Configuration:  
· User can configure the Header & Footer at a Content Type level and sort the order of Content Schema fields as per convenience.
· User can choose different headers from first page to other pages.
· Set CSS margins for A4 paper size, include header & footer margins. 
· Save the configuration part.
· PDF Generation:  
· Print button on a display article in Kapture Search is clicked by a User.
· Triggers ExportPDF API defined in Kapture Search Application with DocID of selected article.
· Prepares the required input and passed to Kapture PDF Generation code, involves below parameters.
· Find the Content XML Path
· Retrieve Logged in Username
· Current Date and Time Stamp
· Name of the PDF file 
· Radom generated universally unique identifier (UUID) number).
· Custom Java XML Parser process the Content XML – prepare the structure according to the Header & Footer configuration. (Concatenate the fields values with html <p> tags and frame an HTML string.
· Also, for all documents, footer signature will be displayed – contains Timestamp with locale format and user id of PDF requested user.

· Initialize the fonts by loading required font types.
· Should support multilingual.
· Loading Images
· Images also can be added in Header section, loading from shared path.
· Logging Mechanism
· Logging should be enabled for pdf generation flow.
· Logger config & log file file: \app\tomcat\logs\pdflogging\kapturepdf.log
· Final output 
· PDF is stored in respective shared path based on locale as per the configuration.

· Error pdf files
· Keep error pdf files to open when there is any execution error happens while generating the pdf, display/open the error pdf.
· PDF Purge Batch Job
· Background: Each user who clicks on Print PDF generates a new pdf version unique to that user and stores in a location. Over time this collection of data becomes large and can cause space constraints.
· The purpose of this batch job to read a folder and delete its contents which are more than “n” days older. “n” is the number of days being supplied externally.
· Enable logging for the batch job execution.
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
